Dues must be paid to show secre-
tary or proof of membership and horse/pony registration must be sub-
mitted before showing. A non-member rider or non-member trainer
may participate after paying the show secretary a “non-member
fee” of $10.00 per show day. Lead line participants are exempt from
non-member fees. Duplicate horse/pony names are not allowed. The
owner must first check the current registration list to avoid name dupli-
cation.
